CIRCULAR TO PARENTS OF CLASS IX & X
CBSE has introduced Continuous and Comprehensive Evaluation-CCE, school based evaluation system for classes up to X.  In the newly introduced CCE System, the academic year is divided in to two terms, Term I (April to Sept.)and Term II (October to March) like semester system. The progress of a student will be assessed continuously from the beginning to the end of the year in the following areas. 

Part 1A: Academic Performance –Scholastic Areas(Formative Assessments & Summative Assessments)
Academic performance of a child will be assessed by four (two per term) Formative Assessments (FA1, FA2, FA3 & FA4 -which includes class tests, assignments, home work, projects etc) and two Summative Assessments (SA1, SA2 -term end written examinations). Nine point grade scale will be used to indicate the performance of the student. It is compulsory for the child to take all the formative and the summative assessments during the academic year.
